Building 886 Highly Enricbed Uranium Tank Removal (Rocky Flats): The
waste generated 8S much as ninc months ago has been counted. The safeguards
inventory for April was subsequently compleled satisfactorily. Work to remove
the tanks will now proceed and is projected Lo take about six weeks.
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Building 371 Actinide Solutions (Rocky Flats): The processing through the
Caustic Wnstc Treatmcnt System of all actinide solutions from Building 371 lap
and droin was completed on June 28.
