The Department of Energy (DOE) has received the Defense Nuclear Facilities Safety
Board (DNFSB) Draft Recommendation 2020-1, Nuclear Safety Requirements, on
February 21, 2020, and published in the Federal Register on March 13, 2020. DOE is
currently coordinating its review of Recommendation 2020-1 among the relevant
offices.
