Department of Energy Idaho Operations Office (DOE·ID) Responses to
Defense Nuclear Facilities Safety Board (DNFSB) December 23,. 1997 Letter

Regarding Status of Integrated Safety Management Implementation
Updated June, 1998 .

OVERVIEW

The Idaho National Engineering and Environmental Laboratory (INEEL) is working on a broad
set of initiatives to improve overall work and operations ,performance and achieve operations
excellence. The broad set of complementary initiatives include the Department's Integrated
Safety Management System,as well as ISO 14001 Environmental Management System
certification, site-wide implementation of Enhanced Work Planning, improvements to safety
basis documentation, and achieving Star status in the Department's Voluntary Protection
Program. Progress on implementation of these initiatives, as well as a number of existing
processes, provide a sound framework for proceeding with successful institutionalization of the
functions and principles of Integrated Safety Management.

The Idaho Operations Office (DOE-ID) is committed to institutionalizing the conceptand
practice of integrated safety management through the INEEL prime contract. In February 1998,
Lockheed Martin Idaho Technologies Company (LMITCO) and DOE-ID executed a contract
modification incorporating DEAR Clauses 970.5204-2 "Integration of Environment, Safety, and
Health into Work Planning and Execution" and 970.5204-78 "Laws, Regulations, and DO~
Directives" into the INEEL prime contract. DOE-ID and LMITCO are proceeding with
development of the Integrated Safety Management System Description document (ISMS
description), and supporting plan for phased implementation.

Institutionalizing the INEEL approach to safety management and operations excellence in the
ISMS description will further enhance existing contractual processes, mechanisms, and remedies
that ensure safety. All hazardous work DOE performs or contracts to perform at INEEL is done
under safety controls providing adequate protection of the workers, the public, and the
environment. Existing contract administration activities include monitoring technical

. compliance, inspection and acceptance, cost and schedule surveillance, engineering evaluations,
safety bases approval, and evaluation and reporting on contractor performance. In particular, the
management and operation of nuclear facilities at the INEEL is carefully controlled through the
implementation of safety planning, evaluation, and configuration control processes compliant
with the requirements of DOE Order 5480.22, "Technical Safety ReqUirements", and DOE Order
5480.23, "Nuclear Safety Analysis Report (SAR)".

In December 1997, DOE-ID provided responses to Board questions on safety and contract
administration. While DOE-ill and LMITCO recognize the value and opportunity for
enhancements to safety management via ISMS implementation, no additional specific
compensatory measures beyond the activities described in the December 1997 and February 1998
INEEL responses to the Board questions are considered necessary.

Following are the INEEL responses to Board questions on the status of the Department's
implementation efforts regarding Integrated Safety Management.

1. ISMS DEVELOPMENT

1.1 Does the contract currently contain a set of applicable safety requirements (e.g.,
DOE orders, regulations, and statutes)?

DOE-ID Response 1.1: Yes. DOE-ID established the "List" of contract applicable DOE
Directives by letter as indicated in the DEAR clause "Laws regulations and DOE
directives" (formerly clause H.18) of the INEEL prime contract. The contract clause
states, in essence, that the contractor shallcomply with all applicable DOE Orders as
directed by the Contracting Officer. The basis for the initial H.18 list was DOE
Acquisition Letter No. 93-8, dated August 17, 1993. The February 1998 H.18 list is the
basis for the initial "List B", which lists all the applicable directives. At the current time,
a specific list of Applicable Laws ("List A") has not been prepared. The absence of a
"List A" does not excuse the contractor from compliance with applicable laws and
regulations.

The "List B" will be maintained and modified based on the processes identified in ID
Notice 251.1B, "ID Directives System." This ID Notice establishes the objectives of the
system and the basic processes for local Directive development and application of DOE
Directives to the contract. Specific requirements include a formal integrated safety
review within DOE to ensure technical review and consideration of operational, cost and
environment, safety, and health impacts prior to initial incorporation of a new DOE
Directive in the H.18 List. In addition, LMITCO review and comment is initiated at the
earliest stage to allow for implementation impacts to be surfaced. Negotiations occur to
ensure efficient and effective transition to new requirements.

LMITCO maintains a set of contractor manuals of practice, which further define
standards and requirements for the conduct of work under the contract. In 1996,
LMITCO completed consolidation of the company manuals that were in effect prior to
October 1994 when they assumed the INEEL contract. The consolidated company
manuals were prepared in a process that included subject matter expert and worker
participation. The Contractor's manuals of practice are subject to DOE review when
Safety Analysis Reports (SAR) and Technical Specification Requirements (TSR)
documents are reviewed and approved. However, DOE approval of these manuals of
practice is not required.

1.2 Have the requirements of the DEAR Clause been incorporated into the contract?

DOE-ID Response 1.2: Yes. The requirements of the DEAR Clauses 970.5204-2
"Integration of Environment, Safety, and Health into Work Planning and Execution" and
970-5204-78 "Laws, Regulations, and DOE Directives" were incorporated into the
INEEL prime contract in February 1998.

1.3 Has the DOE Contract Officer provided guidance to the contractor on the
preparation and content of the ISMS description?

DOE-ID Response 1.3: Yes. The DOE Contracting Officer provided formal
supplemental guidance to the contractor on the preparation and content of the ISMS
description in a letter dated April 2, 1998.

1.4 Does the contract have an outline/plan for its ultimate institutional ISMS
structure?

DOE-ID Response 1.4: Yes. An outline/plan for the ultimate institutional ISMS structure
was established in the Contracting Officer guidance letter referred to in Response 1.3, and
consistent with DOE guidance on the preparation of a safety management system
description. The ISMS description will reflect the INEEL approach to the integration of
the complementary initiatives which comprise the INEEL's safety management strategy,
and which support the quest for operational excellence.

1.5 Has the DOE Contracting Officer established"a date for the contractor to submit
the ISMS description?

DOE-ID Response 1.5: Yes.

1.5.1 What is the established date?

DOE-ID Response 1.5.1: August 1998.

1.5.2 Has the contractor submitted the ISMS description?

DOE-ID Response 1.5.2: No, see response to 1.5.1.

1.6 Does the contractor have an approved requirements/standards set (e.g., List AlList
B, SIRID, and WSS)?

DOE-ID Response 1.6: Yes. The INEEL has continued to use the DOE accepted practice
of flow down of order requirements. Currently, DOE-ID establishes the "List B" of
contract applicable DOE directives by letter as indicated by DEAR clause "Laws,
Regulations, and DOE directives" (formerly clause H.18) of the INEEL prime contract.
As discussed in the response to question 1.1, LMITCO maintains a set of contractor
manuals of practice, which further define standards and requirements for the conduct of
work under the contract. DOE approval of these manuals of practice is not required.
Each work area has requirements and standards that have been implemented by procedure
and which are derived from the "H.18 (List B)" requirements. It is anticipated that the
process for controlling company manuals of practice, and the use of sets of requirements
derived through subsequent use of the Work Smart Standards process will be discussed in
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the ISMS description.INEEL is currently evaluating the results, and preparing a report
on its first application of the Work Smart Standards process in the area of explosives
safety.

·1.7 Does the approved requirements/standards set address all stages of the life cycle?

DOE-ID Response 1.7: A comprehensive, site-wide, systems approach to identifying and
tailoring "life-cycle" requirements has been applied at the INEEL. Consistent with longer
term planning (e.g. "2006 Plan") and budget formulation, tailored sets of requirements are
affirmed for specific life-cycle activities consistent with project planning. New projects
also address facility life-cycle requirements in contracts. The DOE-ID administered
contract for the Advanced Mixed Waste Treatment Project is an example of this
approach.

1.8 Has the approved requirements/standards set been promulgated via a system of
institutional implementing procedures (e.g., manuals of practice, essential
standards - in other words, the ISMS or equivalent safety management program),
or via facility/scope of work-specific procedures?

DOE-ID Response 1.8: Yes. A site-wide set of Company manuals of practice and
operating procedures meeting the terms and conditions of the contract has been prepared
and disseminated throughout the Company. Facility/Scope-of-work specific procedures
have also been developed. The system of institutional implementing procedures includes
the process for defining the work, identifying the hazards, contr<;>lling the hazards,
performing the work within the controls, and feedback on the results. This system of
institutional implementing procedures, in conjunction with approved safety bases for
specific facilities, provides an adequate envelope to protect the workers, the public, and
the environment.

1.9 If the requirements/standards set is not institutionally implemented, describe the
approach being taken. In particular:

DOE-ID Response 1.9: The requirements/standards set is institutionally
implemented, and will be enhanced with development of the ISMS description.
Additionally, for the federal employee functions, a Functions, Responsibilities,
and Authorities Manual (FRAM) is being compiled.. The DOE-ID Level II FRAM
will be completed by July 1998. While process and procedures are in place
addressing functions and responsibilities, qualification and training, feedback and
improvement, and configuration management, they were not developed and
implemented in the context of an ISMS description, and are expected to be
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enhanced with development of that ~ocument. Therefore, specific responses to
questions 1.9.1 through 1.9.5 are not provided.

·1.9.1 Have functions and responsibilities been assigned, as required, for the
various components of the ISMS (e.g., work planning and
authorization, radiation control, waste management, independent review,
etc.)? Describe the organizational structure and key personnel for
executing the ISMS.

1.9.2 Does the ISMS contain a: commitment to ensure adequate qualification and
training of individuals with responsibilities for safety management that are
called out in the ISMS?

1.9.3 Does the ISMS include a feedback and improvement function that
measures the effectiveness of all components of the system, and that will
result in continual improvement of the implementing procedures, as
needed?

1.9.4 Are the implementing procedures (institutional, facility/scope of work or
other) subject to a configuration management system, to ensure continual
compliance with the requirements/ standards set as either the set changes
or the implementing procedures evolve?

1.9.5 Is there a resource-loaded schedule for full implementation of the
described ISMS and are those resources committed?

2. ISMS DESCRIPTION, DOE VERIFICATION

DOE-ill Response 2: As noted previously, LMITCO will submit the ISMS description by .
August 1998. DOE-ill review, approval, and verification will be conducted using Departmental
guidance following submittal of the ISMS description. The actions described in questions 2.1
through 2.4 will be completed following submittal of the ISMS description in August 1998.

2.1 Has the DOE Contracting Officer established a date and the scope/expectations
. for the ISMS Phase I Verification Review (Phase I is a term used by DOE to

describe verification of ISMS development. Phase IT is a term used by DOE to
describe verification of ISMS implementation.)?

2.1.1 Describe the approach to be taken.

2.2 Has the DOE Contracting Officer selected a team leader for the ISMS Phase I
Verification Review?

2.2.1· If Yes, provide the planned/actual review team membership.
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2.3 Has the ISMS Phase I Verification Review been conducted?

2.3.1 If Yes, provide a copy of the report.

2.3.2 Have all needed contractor corrective actions been completed and verified
by DOE?

2.4 Has the DOE Contracting Officer approved ·the contractor's ISMS documentation,
based on the ISMS Phase I Verification Review recommendation, and pending
any needed contractor corrective actions?

3. ISMS IMPLEMENTATIONIEXECUTION

DOE-ill OVERVIEW: DOE-ill implements safety planning processes through the application of
DOE Order 5480.22, "Technical Safety Requirements (TSR)", and DOE Order 5480.23,
"Nuclear Safety Analysis Reports (SAR)", for nuclear facilities located at the INEEL. The
hazard categorization for these facilities is initially detennined by the use of DOE-STD-1027-92,
"Hazard Categorization and Accident Analysis Techniques for Compliance with DOE Order
5480.23, Nuclear Safety Analysis Reports", and the risk is analyzed using the graded approach as
described in the standard. DOE Order 5480.22 defines how DOE-ill and the contractor apply the
controls that result from the nuclear safety analysis. Nuclear facility SARs and TSRs are
approved by DOE-ill except for the Advanced Test Reactor whose SAR and TSR is approved by
the Office of Nuclear Energy, Science and Technology.

Facilities that are found to be less than a hazard category ill nuclear facility, i.e. non-nuclear, are
characterized with the use of DOE Order 5481.1B, "Safety Analysis and Review System", which
is implemented by contract and supplemented with DOE-ill Notice 420.A, "Safety Basis Review
and Approval Process." DOE-EM-STD-5502-94, "Hazard Baseline Documentation", also
provides guidance for the safety planning process for non-nuclear facilities at the INEEL.
Hazard classifications for all non-nuclear facilities and SARs, including the associated
operational controls for facilities designated as a high or moderate hazard, are approved by DOE­
ill.

The following responses and referenced procedures apply to all of the 32 INEEL nuclear
facilities and specifically to the facilities listed in Enclosure A, "Priority Facilities and Activities"
of the Board letter of December 23, 1997. The referenced procedure list including effective
dates is enclosed with this updated response.

3.1 Give status for each facility, in terms of the following functions:

3.1.1 Is the scope of hazardous work authorized for each facility formally and'
explicitly defined? ..

DOE-ill Response 3.1.1: Yes. The scope of hazardous work authorized at these
facilities is defined by DOE-approved safety analysis documents that identifies
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June 7, 1998

specific hazardous processes and designs, also, hazardous work is authorized with
specific agreements such as radiation work permits, and safe work permits. The
authorization basis documents for these facilities are listed in 3.1.2.1 below.

3.1.2 Are the hazards of all work identified and analyzed?

DOE-ID Response 3.1.2: Yes, as listed below, for 3.1.2.1:

3.1.2.1 Via an authorization basis analysis (SAR, BID, HAP, etc.)?

DOE-ID Response, 3.1.2.1:

(a) Advanced Test Reactor: Operated.to the present under SAR (4/65)
supplemented by Design Basis Report for PPS and TSs (11190), TSs
(7/93); new Upgraded FSAR and TSRs approved by DOE (4/96) effective
3/98.

(b) CPP-603A Underwater Fuel Storage: BID approved by DOE-ID
(12/94) referencing SAR (ICPP Plant Safety Document Section 4.6) and
TSs; SAR Addenda covering fuel packaging and transfer operations for
eventual removal of all fuel from underwater storage.

(c) CPP-603B Irradiated Fuel Storage (Dry SNF Storage): BID approved
by DOE-ID (12/94) referencing SAR (ICPP Plant Safety Document
Section 4.12) and TSs; SARffSR upgrade scheduled for completion in
FY-2000.

(d) New Waste Calcining Facility: Upgraded SAR and TSRs (4/97).

(e) CPP-666 Underwater Fuel Storage: BID approved by DOE-ID (12/94)
referencing SAR (lCPP Plant Safety Document Section 5.6 Vol. III) and
TSs; SARffSR upgrade in progress, scheduled for completion in FY-98.

(f) Radioactive Waste Management Complex: Upgraded SAR and TSRs
(5/97).

(g) CPP-651 Unirradiated Fuel Storage Facility: BID approved by DOE-ID
(12/94) referencing SAR (ICPP Plant Safety Document Section 4.8) and
TSs; SARffSR upgrade in progress, scheduled for completion in FY-98.

3.1.2.2 Via day-to-day work planning analysis (job hazard analysis, work
permits, radiation work control permits, etc.).

DOE-ID Response, 3.1.2.2: Yes, in accordance with M&O contractor
procedures. Additionally, LMITCO is implementing a site-wide program
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of Enhanced Work Planning to assure a formal process is in place to
verify, prior to the start of specific work, that all hazards have been
identified and that controls are in place. Reference LMITCO Company
Manuals; Manual 6-Facilities and Maintenance, Manual 8-Environmental
Management, Manual9-0perations, Manual lOA and lOB-Engineering
and Research, Manual 12-Training and Qualification, and Manual 13­
Quality and Requirements Management, Manual14A-Safety and Health­
General and Industrial Safety, Manual14B-Industrial Hygiene and Fire
Protection, Manual15-Radiation Protection, and Manual16-Emergency
Preparedness.

3.1.3 Are controls developed to address the hazards identified that ensure
protection of the public, workers, and the environment?

3.1.3.1 Design controls?

DOE-ill Response. 3.1.3.1: Yes. These controls form an important part of
the basis of each facility SAR. They include, for example, designs for
confinement and/or containment of radioactive and other hazardous
materials, geometry or mass control of fissile materials, prevention of
explosion/fire, effluent monitors, and workplace air monitors.
Additionally, these controls may include designs for monitoring safety
such as stack monitors, CAMs, personnel monitoring stations, etc. These
controls are analyzed in the facility SAR or BIO as listed in 3.1.2 above.
The configuration management of the design controls is maintained via the
unreviewed safety question process for all INEEL nuclear facilities.
Reference LMITCO Company Manuals; Manual lOA and 10B­
Engineering and Research. These procedures include Engineering
Analysis, Configuration Management, Engineering Design, Unreviewed
Safety Questions, Nuclear Safety Analysis, and Technical Safety
Requirements.

3.1.3.2· Administrative controls?

June 7, 1998

DOE-ill Response. 3.1.3.2: Yes. Administrative controls are used when it
is not possible or practical to use other more positive controls, and to

.ensure operability and effectiveness of active safety systems. These also
include criticality prevention controls and institutional safety program
commitments. These controls are maintained in the facility Technical
Safety Requirements or Technical Specification documents as listed in
3.1.2 above and are implemented through LMITCO procedures.
Reference LMITCO Company Manual, Manual lOB-Engineering and
Research. These procedures include Nuclear Safety Analysis, Technical
Safety Requirements, and Unreviewed Safety Questions.
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3.1.3.3 Personnel training?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.3.3: Yes. Extensive personnel training is required
and provided to assure the safety of the processes and to protect the
workers, public and environment. Specific training is provided for the in­
facility workers as well as for those that work at the facilities less
frequently. General train~ng is provided to all employees regardless of
work location and responsibility (e.g., emergency preparedness). These
commitments are made in the facility authorization basis documents as
listed in 3.1.2 above. Reference LMITCO Company Manual, Manual 12­
Training and Qualification.

3.1.3.4 TSR's, other facility controls, operation-specific controls?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.3.4: Yes. TSRs, Technical Specifications, and
Operational Safety Requirements, as well as many other operation-specific
controls (from SAR commitments) are used at the above facilities for
assuring adequate protection. These facility documents are listed in 3.1.2
above. Reference LMITCO Company Manual lOB-Engineering and
Research. These procedures include Technical Safety Requirements.

. 3.1.3.5 Standard Operating Procedures?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.3.5: Yes. Standard operating procedures are used
at the facilities for all significant work tasks associated with facility
operations and maintenance. Reference LMITCO Company Documents;
Manual 6-Facilities and Maintenance, Manual 8-Environmental
Management, Manual 9-0perations, Manual IDA and 1DB-Engineering
and Research, Manual 12-Training and Qualification, and Manual 13­
Quality and Requirements Management, Manual 14A-Safety and Health­
General and Industrial Safety, Manual 14B-Industrial Hygiene and Fire
Protection, Manual IS-Radiation Protection, and Emergency Preparedness
procedures (Enclosure 2).

3.1.3.6 Other? (Describe)

June 7, 1998

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.3.6: Other direction (basic worker protection,
institutional controls, etc.) is provided in Company manuals for
operations, safety, environment, and quality assurance. Reference.
LMITCO Company Manuals; Manual 6-Facilities and Maintenance,
Manual 8-Environmental Management, Manual 9-0perations, Manual
IDA and lOB-Engineering and Research, Manual 12-Training and
Qualification, and Manual 13-Quality and Requirements Management,
Manual 14A-Safety and Health-General and Industrial Safety, Manual
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June 7, 1998

14B-Industrial Hygiene and Fire Protection, Manual 15-Radiation
Protection, and Manual 16-Emergency Preparedness.

3.1.4 Are controls implemented at the work level?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.4: Yes, all controls are implemented at the work level
through procedures, training, and design verification. Training of workers is
provided to ensure understanding of the controls, and self-assessment activities
are employed to ensure controls are in'place and in use.

3.1.5 Describe how controls are implemented for each facility/scope of
work.

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.5: Controls are implemented through the use of
procedures, Conduct of Operations Principles, surveillances, and the USQ
process. Reference LMITCO Company Manuals; Manual 6-Facilities and
Maintenance, Manual 8-Environmental Management, Manual 9-0perations,
Manual lOA and lOB-Engineering and Research, Manual 12-Training and
Qualification, and Manual 13-Quality and Requirements Management, Manual
14A-Safety and Health-General and Industrial Safety, Manual 14B-Industrial
Hygiene and Fire Protectio'n, Manual 15-Radiation Protection, and Manual 16-

,Emergency Preparedness.

3.1.5.1 Via TSR implementation and surveillance's?

DOE-ill'Response, 3.1.5.1: Yes. The TSR's/TS's are listed in 3.1.2
above. Formal implementation planning and verification processes are
used to ensure proper implementation of TSR requirements, including
surveillance requirements. These requirements are listed in each
applicable work document. Cross-referencing databases are used to ensure
visible linking of TSR's to the implementing procedures. See references
in 3.1.5 above.

3.1.5.2 Via execution of implementing procedures (institutional,
facility/scope of work, or other, describe)?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.5.2: Yes, all work documents are reviewed for
safety, TSR, environmental, and other controls prior to issue. These are
directed by Operations and Maintenance manuals. See references in3.1.5
above.

3.1.5.3 Via verbatim compliance with work procedures that contain the
controls?
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DOE-ill Response, 3.1.5.3: Yes. All personnel are trained in verbatim
compliance with work procedures, and a questioning approach to ensuring
the procedures are correct. See references in 3.1.5 above.

3.1.5.4 Other? (Describe)

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.5.4: Other direction (basic worker protection,
institutional controls, etc.) is provided in Company manuals for
operations, safety, environment, and quality assurance. See references in
3.1.5 above..

3.1.6 Is readiness for safe operation, within specified controls, including
personnel readiness, verified prior to work initiation?

DOE-ill Response 3.1.6: Readiness for safety operations is implemented through
the use of Facilities, Maintenance, and Quality Assurance Procedures. Reference
LMITCO Company Manuals; Manual 6, Facilities and Maintenance. Manual 13A
and 13B, Quality and Requirements Management. These procedures include:
Maintenance Work Control, Preventative Maintenance, Predictive Maintenance,
Lessons Learned, Issues Management, Process Deficiency Resolution, Startup and
Restart of Nuclear Facilities.

3.1.6.1 By the operators?

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.6.1: Yes. Operators participate in procedure
.development, perform walk-throughs of the processes, participate in the
Enhanced Work Planning Process, and use procedural checklists to ensure
the safe startup of facilities and processes. See references in 3.1.6 above.

3.1.6.2 By a supervisor or other line manager?

DOE-ill Response. 3.1.6.2: Yes. Supervisors and line management ensure
readiness for operations through reviews, analysis, design verifications,
and assigning competent, trained personnel. Reviews such as Operational
Readiness Reviews, Readiness Assessments, Management Readiness
Assessments and other internal reviews are performed to assure readiness.
See references in 3.1.6 above.

3.1.6.3 By facility personnel?

June 7, 1998

DOE-ill Response, 3.1.6.3: Yes, operators perform walk throughs of
processes and participate in planning using an Enhanced Work Planning
process including checklists to ensure the safe startup of a facility or
process. Operators also participate in the assessment process and provide
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input to the design of new tools and facility modifications. See references
3.1.6 above.

3.1.6.4 By ES&H support personnel?

DOE-ID Response;3.1.6.4: Yes, ES&H support personnel play an integral
part in the Readiness Assessments and ORRs discussed in 3.1.6.2, as well
as reviewing operating procedures for correct implementation of hazard
controls. See references in 3.1.6 above.

. 3.1.6.5 By DOE, via formal operational readiness confirmation
and/or work authorization protocol?

DOE-ID Response, 3.1.6.5: Yes, DOE oversees the scope of activities
discussed in the responses in this section and participates in many of the
reviews discussed in the response to 3.1.6.2. DOE-ID facility personnel
and subject matter experts, in addition to occasional external support such
as available through the Department's Core Technical Group (CTG),
participate in operational readiness confirmation. Examples of supporting
activities include ongoing operational assessments and surveillances,
formal Line Management Assessments in accordance with DOE directive
425.1 "Startup and Restart of Nuclear Facilities," independent Operational
Readiness Reviews, and Readiness Assessments to ensure operational
readiness prior to startup or restart of operations. See references in 3.1.6
above and reference ID Notice 425.1, Startup and Restart of Nuclear
Facilities.
