Brief description of Requested Action:

The Technical Director is directed to develop and implement a comprehensive and integrated scorecard
of nuclear safety for the defense nuclear facilities. The scorecard shall be modeled on the NRC Reactor
Oversight Process, recognizing that substantial differences will exist due to the greater heterogeneity of the
weapons complex when compared to operating commercial power reactors as well as differences in USNRC
and DNFSB regulatory frameworks. The final product will be designed for publication on the DNFSB public
website no later than September 30, 2017, although the decision to publish the scorecard will be determined by
a future vote of the Board.

The Technical Director will present the developing product to Board Members and senior agency staff at
each weekly gathering for technical issues (i.e., “Tech Tuesday”) beginning November 15, 2016, such that
continuous ideas, suggestions, and challenges can facilitate an iterative development process throughout the
course of fiscal year 2017.

The Technical Director will prepare a draft directive documenting the process and present it to the Board
in Orange Folder no later than July 31, 2017.

While I understand the merits of transparency, the comparison here to the NRC and the
commercial industry is flawed. The scope of the NRC’s activities and their relationship to
public trust is vastly different from that of the Board which oversees a Government entity
charged with sensitive activities and information. Furthermore, there is no statutory
direction to do so. The NRC’s licensing activities for nuclear power plants and the
possession and use of nuclear materials is subject to providing a hearing opportunity to any
member of the public whose interest may be affected by the proceeding. Conversely, our
role in advising the Secretary of Energy does not involve public licensing actions. Our
statute instructs us fo make recommendations available to the public for comment after
they are provided to the Secretary of Energy. It also provides that we may evaluate
information from members of the public. We do not have the same direct impact on the
public that NRC’s licensing activities have, and therefore do not share the same
transparency objectives.

Given the size of our agency and the number of reviews we conduct, there would be no way
to produce an accurate picture of the situation on the ground at any of the sites and we
would risk creating a false sense of security, at a minimum.

I think this effort as stated is overly ambitious, and will divert scarce staff resources away
from the safety mission.

The staff had already folded in a pilot program to se¢ what could be done to satisfy this
request.

This Request for Board Action directs the Technical Director to develop and implement a
comprehensive and integrated scorecard of nuclear safety for the defense nuclear facilities. The
scorecard shall be modeled on the NRC Reactor Oversight Process, recognizing that substantial
differences will exist due to the greater heterogeneity of defense nuclear facilities when
compared to operating commercial power reactors as well as differences in USNRC and DNFSB
regulatory frameworks.

Completion of this task will provide the Board a tool for the coordinated evaluation and ranking
of the concerns across the defense nuclear facilities. No such product currently exists, either at
the DNFSB or at DOE. Lack of a comprehensive process challenges optimal resource allocation
and makes it difficult for the public to ascertain whether and where concerns exist and how those

concerns compare in terms of relative risk.

The U.S. NRC has had such a system for over a decade, and it has proven itself as a significant
contributor to improved resource allocation and improved public transparency.
